EXHIBITOR’S CONTRACT AGREEMENT AND POLICIES
ANTSHE 2004


The University of Texas at Dallas,  Richardson, Texas

The following points are to be understood and accepted as part of the agreement between the National Association for Non-Traditional Students in Higher Education (ANTSHE) and those who rent space at the 2004 ANTSHE Conference.

1) All applications or inquiries for exhibit space should be directed to the ANTSHE Conference Coordinator, Julie Evans.

2) It is the responsibility of the Exhibitor to install the exhibit between 12 noon – 5p.m. on Friday, March 19, 2004 and remove all materials between 4-6 p.m. on Saturday, March 20, 2004

3) Payment of the fee entitles each Exhibitor to a ticket to the Saturday brunch buffet, one 6’ skirted table and a chair, wastebasket, and electrical outlets by request. Exhibitors should provide their own power strips and extension cords.

4) Exhibitors may request additional equipment, but the costs for the additional equipment will be the responsibility of the Exhibitor.

5) Exhibitor space will be assigned in the order in which applications and payments are received.

6) Exhibitor tables are to be staffed during all open exhibit hours (as announced).  ANTSHE reserves the right to change the exhibit hours if necessary.

7) Exhibitors will be permitted to display their products or services and approach conference attendees only in designated areas and during the hours listed as “Exhibits Open”.

8) Audio-visual equipment needed may be obtained at an additional cost.  These costs will be at the Exhibitors expense.  More information will be sent upon receipt of the exhibitor’s application form.
9) Shipping materials may be sent directly to The University of Texas at Dallas before the conference.  More information will be sent upon receipt of exhibitor’s application form.  

10) Each exhibitor agrees to protect, save and keep ANTSHE and the hosting facilities forever harmless from any damage or charges imposed for violation of any law or ordinance, whether occasioned by the negligence of the Exhibitor of those holding under the Exhibitor, as well as to strictly comply with the applicable terms and conditions contained in the agreement between the hosting facilities and ANTSHE regarding Exhibition premises.

11) No walls, partitions, painting, decorations or any other type of obstruction may be created that may interfere in any way with the view of other exhibitors.
12) Exhibitors may sell their products and services at the ANTSHE 2004 Conference, but may not use the ANTSHE name or logo.

13) ANTSHE reserves the right to reject any exhibition application that might be deemed objectionable to conference attendees and to prohibit and/or remove any exhibition that might detract from the general character of the conference.

14) Cancellations may be made prior to February 14, 2004 and will be refunded at one half the exhibit rate paid.  No refunds will be made after February 14, 2004.

15) Payment of the Commercial Exhibitor fee does not entitle the Exhibitor to conference registration, ANTSHE membership or a roster of the conference attendees.

16) Exhibitors will receive recognition on the Exhibitor’s page in the conference program and acknowledgement at the Sunday Brunch.
